During summer the exhibition will continue in Grizzana and Vergato and in september it

will be in Bologna at Galleria Loretta Cristofori. A lot of painters will give their painting

and they will  be the first nucleus of the fair museum, one of the future destinations of

Rocchetta.  This  one is  a  private  property  and architectural  estate  protected by  State.

Some years ago the building had the roof restored but it still needs important interventions.

At the beginning the Superintendence of Architectural and environment goods decided to
